A day in the life of an exuberant 
lion cub might be described as a 
gregarious melee of social inter-
action. The curiosity of lion cubs 
is boundless. Cubs wrestle for 
hours, chase one another and any-
thing that moves, crawl on and 
spar with their mother, climb 
trees or any other structure that is 
available and even interact with 
adult males, with inevitably 
mixed results. In nature's plan, all 
the playful tussling has a purpose; the 
young cats are, in part, exercising to de-
velop their muscles and to sharpen their 
reflexes and, in part, working out the fight-
ing techniques that they will need as adults 
to defend their territories, prides and food 
against rivals. In large prides, cubs will 
vary widely in age, ensuring that the 
youngest learn early the rules of survival. 
Cubs playing help develop the techniques 
that adult lions employ in hunting: stalk-

ing, rushing, crashing, chasing and pulling 
one another down from behind; all as will 
be used someday against prey. Cubs begin 
to accompany their mother on hunting ex-
peditions when they are only about three to 
four months old although they will not kill 
their own prey until they are about two 
years old.
